Commitment to Community

By adopting this policy we are showing our commitment to being a responsible business that helps promote successful kids, strong families, and healthy communities. There are numerous health dangers and illegal activities associated with illicit drug use that are detrimental to profitable businesses and successful communities. Our goal is to provide a safe environment for our staff members and consumers both at work and in their communities. We recognize that there is an ongoing national public health emergency surrounding the diversion and misuse of prescription drugs. In an effort to positively impact this epidemic, our business is committed to educating our consumers about the dangers of prescription drug misuse and reducing the risk of prescription drug diversion. We understand our responsibility to the members of our community to promote safe, healthy and ethical behaviors. Our management team and employees are committed to preventing drug misuse and the negative impact that it has on children, families, and our community. 
Definition

Prescription Drug: a pharmaceutical drug that legally requires a medical prescription to be dispensed.
Prescription Drug Misuse: taking a prescription medication in a manner or dose other than prescribed.

Prescription Drug Diversion: the transfer of any legally prescribed controlled substance from the individual for whom it was prescribed to another person for any illicit use.
Policy

Persons receiving a prescription for a narcotic drug and/or their caretaker(s) will receive education on the dangers of misuse, the risk of diversion, and ways to reduce the risk for diversion including the use of locking containers such as a lock box.

Persons receiving a prescription for a narcotic drug and/or their caretaker(s) will be asked if they have a locking container for narcotic medications and be encouraged to use a locking medication container such as a lock box to reduce the risk of diversion.
Enforcement

This policy is in accordance with other business policies and violations will result in disciplinary action.
